	Short project description 

The municipality of Řícmanice once intended to give way to a project of passive houses quarter. However, this project was stopped by the unwillingness of private landowners to sell the land to private developer. The other aspect of freezing this project was a serious worry about increase of car traffic, which had been very high already.

There is a new project under way. There is a development area, privately owned, for building around 10-15 houses. The land is mostly owned by one private owner who is in favour of the project. The development has been approved in urbanistic plan. The municipality intends to elaborate a “development study” (“zástavbová studie”) which woud set obligatory limits for building (e.g. there will a requirement for individual plot to extend to 1000 sqm or more, plan of infrastructure etc.). The Urbanistic plan will require the Development study as a precondition for granting building permits.

The planning process will stars soon, building is expected in gradual manner in 10-15 years.
